Act out the things that adults might say and how
to respond.




Jaz’s Story

Jaz has lots of hands.
Eight of them. Which is handy!

Jaz is a good friend of Liv and
Zeb. Sometimes they meet in
the park to play.

One day, Jaz is walking to
the park, holding Mum’s
hand (and legs and arms and
shoulders and coat and hatl!).

Jaz sees Zeb, Liv and their
grown-ups by the crossing.
Jaz and Mum walk up to them.
“Are you going to the park?”

Jaz says. “It’s a good idea that
you are using the crossing.”

Zeb agrees.

“We’'re waiting for the green
man to light up”, Liv says.

“That is very sensible, but
you also need to wait for
your grown-up to hold your
hand before you cross”,

Jaz reminds the group.

The green man lights up. So,
they all hold hands with their
grown-ups to safely cross the
road to the park.

“You are good at reminding people
how to stay safe”, Zeb says to Jaz.

Jaz laughs and shoves all eight
hands into the jacket pockets.
